It’s not just 
our bulky jackets, umbrellas, sports equipment or shopping bags – we’re growing. By 2041, the 
Greater Toronto Hamilton Area (GTHA), which had a population of nearly 7 million in 2016, is 
expected to grow to almost 10.1 million people and 4.8 million jobs – we need more and better 
ways to get people where they want to go.

The Relief Line North will expand our rapid transit network to better serve existing and future 
transit users, helping to make sure our communities continue to be great places to live, work 
and play.

Provincial funding for the Relief Line North is currently in place to advance the planning and 
environmental assessment of this important rapid transit project.

Evaluation 1
Station areas will be evaluated based on impacts to:

•	 Natural heritage areas, environmentally sensitive areas, parkland and/or open spaces 
•	 Flood plains 
•	 Land uses

Evaluation 2
Corridors will be evaluated based on:

•	 Ability to relieve congestion 
•	 Ability to provide continuous service north of Pape Station
•	 Connections to the existing and future transit network
•	 Feasibility based on engineering standards
•	 Ability to accommodate a Maintenance and Storage Facility (MSF) for vehicles
